All accepted full papers will be published in journal "Gyvulininkystė" (Animal Husbandry. Collection of scientific works). It is abstracted and indexed by the following services:

The journal Gyvulininkystė (Animal Husbandry) welcomes papers reporting the latest results of research, previously unpublished with the exception of short communications, parts of lectures or reviews. Each paper should be subject to two scientific reviews and be approved by the Editorial Board.

Please note the following requirements:

1. Word processing programme Microsoft Office Word 2003 (or lower) must be used. 

2. Page format. A4 (210x297 mm). Use 11 point Times New Roman font and 1.5 line spacing in the whole paper. 

3. Margins. Left – 35 mm, right - 15 mm, top & bottom – 20 mm, header 15 mm, footer 20 mm. 

4. Title of the paper in bold, max 2 lines, capital letters, left alignment.
5. The name of the person who will make the oral presentation should be marked by an asterisk. 

6. Subheading. Left aligned. 

7. Text. Justified, paragraph first line indention 127 mm. 

· The text of the paper must be organized with abstract, Introduction, Material and methods, Results and discussion, Conclusion and References, Summary in Russian (or in Germany, or French).
8. References. Publications are cited in the text by indicating their current number for the list of references in square brackets (e. g., [6]). The reference list should be arranged in alphabetical order in original spelling by indicating the author(s), title, publication, year of publishing, volume, pages. It is recommended to include in the list of references no less than 10 and no more than 30 publications cited in the text. Citation of the latest publications should be presented, exceptions being made only for the most important older ones. Scientific reports, text books, conference abstracts, reference books, commercial booklets and newspapers are not acceptable for the reference list as well as manuscript material. Abbreviations should not be used for the titles of journals, proceedings of conferences and other publications issued abroad. If a reference is made to a publication written by more than three authors, the names of the first three authors should be used followed by "ir kt.", "et al.", "и. др.".
9. For tables use the MS Word Table editor and for graphs MS Excel Chart Wizard. 
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
